Our student handbook has all the specific procedures in it that we follow each day. Two

very important ones are regarding student attendance and tardies. The expectations of our
attendance policy derive from the Colorado School Attendance Act 22-23fi 33-

104(B)(a). Though the expectations may be difficult to adhere to at times, which we try to
understand, we are obligated by the state of Colorado to uphold the guidelines. With the
law, and the possible hardship for parents, the attendance policy was created a few years
ago. To sum it up: you will receive a letter when your son or daughter has 5 absences from
any one class period. Another letter is sent at 7 absences, with a contract that we would like
to have signed and returned.

When a student reaches 10 absences in the high school they lose credit for the class the absences were acquired in.
Credit recovery is then necessary, which we offer assistance with through summer school. We, obviously, want to avoid
anyone losing credit. We can exclude absences for legitimate doctor visits, with documentation from the office your stu-
dent visited, being on a school field trip, participating in a school sponsored event or athletics, and bereavement or funer-
als. Situation such as the ones mentioned are not included in the total 10 absences a student can receive in a semester
before losing credit. We just ask for written documentation for doctor visits. We also offer an appeals process if your so
or daughter happens to encounter 10 or more absences that
teria. We try really hard to work with you and your student, so please call when you have questions. The procedures for
tardies are: each student is allowed three tardies in a class period. We only excuse tardies when a student shows up late
to a class with a note from a teacher. When they hit three they are required to serve a detention after school, and then
serve one EVERY time they are tardy to that class within the remainder of the quarter.
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I encourage you to call me with questions, con-
cerns, etc. Stop by and see me...my door is usually
